Directions to Kremser’s Landing  
West Branch Susquehanna River 

41.2324657 ; 76.9263263 
 

From Williamsport I-180 East/SR 220 North take Exit 23B (Montoursville) keep straight onto East Third Street / 
Broad Street.  Travel approximately 0.8 miles (through 2 traffic lights) and across Loyalsock Creek (Green Steel 
bridge).  Take an immediate right after crossing bridge onto Mill Street (Sunoco Gas Station on Broad and Mill 
Street).  Mill Street – Travel 1.2 miles South (past athletic fields and along Loyalsock Creek).  Once you drive past 
the end of airport runway turn left (East) onto private drive (Kremser’s Landing sign).  You will now be driving 
parallel to the airport runway. Travel approximately 0.8 miles East and take a right (South) onto Kremser Lane 
follow road to picnic pavilion.     
 

From the East (Muncy) I-180 West/SR 220 South take Exit 21 (Montoursville, PA 87) right ramp.  Turn right 
(South) onto Loyalsock Avenue.   Loyalsock Avenue - travel 1.4 miles South (through 3 traffic lights) at 4th traffic 
light turn right onto Broad Street.  Travel 0.3 miles and turn left at Sunoco Station (Mill Street).   
Mill Street – Travel 1.2 miles South (past athletic fields and along Loyalsock Creek) and turn left (East) once you 
drive past the end of airport runway turn left onto private drive (Kremser’s Landing sign).  You will now be driving 
parallel to the airport runway. Travel approximately 0.8 miles east and take a right (South) onto Kremser Lane 
follow road to picnic pavilion.     

 
Boaters 

Kremser’s Landing is located on the North shore approximately 900 feet downstream from the Mountoursville 
Borough boat launch.  The boat launch is located at the end of Mill Street.  Follow directions to Kremser’s Landing, 
but stay on Mill Street which ends at the boat launch.  Canoes and Kayaks can be launched from Kremser’s 
landing.  The Mountoursville Boat Launch provides access to the Cannon Hole and Mouth of Loyalsock Creek for 
prop boats.   The PFBC Greevy Boat Launch is located approximately 2.2 miles upstream of Kremser’s Landing.  
Access to Greevy boat launch for prop boats from Kremser’s Landing is dependent on river levels.     

 
Camping 

Kremser’s Landing has adequate space for all tents, campers and RV’s.  Camping is permitted for all 
attendees SAT-SUN.  Arrangements can also be made for Friday night camping, if needed.   
 

Canoe and Kayak Float Trips 
Greevy Access - Canoe and Kayak trips can be taken from the PFBC boat launch at Greevy Access 2.2 miles 
downstream to Kremser’s Landing.  Most of this trip is flat water with only one section of faster water.  Paddlers can 
also go upstream at Greevy a few miles to the Dam in Williamsport.  
Loyalsock Creek Float Trip – Canoe and Kayak Trips can be taken down Loyalsock Creek from the SR 973 
bridge in Loyalsockville to Kremser’s Landing (8.2 miles).  Observe the power of water and habitat destruction from 
the hurricane as you float through an area hit with a 500 year flood. Some good smallmouth bass fishing can still be 
had in this reach. This float is dependent on summer flow conditions.    
West Branch Susquehanna River Float – Canoe and Kayak trips can be taken from Kremser’s landing 
approximately 7.6 miles to Muncy (3-4 hour float).  This reach of river is very scenic and remote with several islands 
and back channels to explore. Easy paddling and float with excellent fishing and bird watching along the way.   

 
Canoe and Kayak Rentals 

Canoes and Kayaks can be rented for the weekend from Country Ski and Sports in Montoursville.  (570) 368-1718.
